The FIG will inform all qualification places to NOCs immediately following the completion of the 2018

The NOCs will then have two (2) weeks until, to confirm to FIG and BAYOGOC if they wish to use the quota 

places, as detailed in section G. Qualification Timeline.

The host country must confirm to the FIG and BAYOGOC by no later than two (2) weeks after the completion 

of the 2018 Acrobatic Gymnastics World Championships the participation of its athletes. 

 

 

REALLOCATION OF UNUSED QUALIFICATION PLACES 

 

Should an NOC decline, or not be able to use an allocated quota place, the place will be reallocated to the 

next eligible NOC from the same continent.
